Applying to Graduate

Credit Students: To be considered for graduation, a student must fill out the Oregon Coast Community College graduation
application located in their My.OregonCoast account. This must be completed and a student must work with their academic
advisor to submit an academic planner to the OCCC registrar that lists all courses required to complete a student’s degree or
certificate. This must be done at least one term in advance of degree or certificate completion. A student who participates in the
ceremony will receive an empty diploma cover at the ceremony. A student is expected to monitor their OCCC email account for
information about graduation/commencement including how to order their diploma.
